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The following guidelines apply to electrical equipment used on the job for both temporary and permanent job sites.
Energized systems: 
· Only qualified persons may work on systems when they are energized.
· Qualified persons must wear appropriate personal protective equipment (PPE) as specified in the procedure for that equipment.
· Lockout/tagout procedures must be in place, and either the authorized staff or affected staff, as appropriate, must be trained on them.
Electrical lines, extension cords, or cables: 
· Splices are not permitted.

· Secure cords in such a way that they will not be damaged or block pathways. Do not hang them in walkways, doorways, or work areas, and do not lay them on floors, in walkways, etc.
· When used with portable electrical tools and appliances, extension cords must either have three-pronged plugs (i.e., a ground-connecting type) or be double insulated.

· Ground pins are never to be removed from equipment or extension cords.
· Do not use flexible cords as a substitute for fixed (permanent wiring. 
· Do not run flexible cords through walls, ceilings, floors, doorways, or windows. Also, do not attach them to building surfaces.
Tools and equipment: 
· All wiring, electrical equipment, tools, and machinery must be in excellent repair.
· Frequent, documented inspections and upkeep of tools and equipment are part of a sound preventive maintenance program.
· All electrical equipment must have at least a three foot clearance around it.

Temporary lights: 
· Lighting, where exposed to breakage, must be equipped with guards to prevent accidental contact with the bulb.
· Temporary lights must not be suspended by their electric cords unless cords and lights are designed for this means of suspension.
Panel boxes: 
· Panel boxes must have a cover on them at all times, except when being serviced.

· When a temporary cover is in place, it needs to be marked with the proper warning signs to denote the live current and the applicable flash, shock, and PPE information.

· Only authorized staff is to be allowed in the area.
Ground fault systems: 
· Ground fault systems are used to prevent shock hazards.
· They may include ground fault circuit interrupters (GFCIs), an assured equipment grounding conductor program (AEGCP), or both.
